To be eligible to compete, athletes MUST have an active Special Olympics physical on file. 
This form is different from the City of Altamonte's Medical Release Form.

Athletes do not have to attend all pracitices. To be eligible to compete, athletes must bowl 
10 games between the start of the season and County Games on August 25. That gives bowlers 9 
weeks to get in 10 games. Remember, most athletes bowl 2 games per week, so you can easily 
meet this requirement.

Athletes must compete at County Games to advance to Area Games.

Athletes must compete at Area Games to be eligible for State Games. After Area Games, the 
state office will give us a quota of how many athletes we can take to States. To determine which 
athletes will go to States, we will do a blind drawing to fill the available slots, starting with all the 
Area Games 1st place winners and if space is still available we will draw from the 2nd place 
winners, 3rd place winners, and so on. 

REMEMBER: Athletes need to show good sportsmanship and good manners during practice by 
being kind, honest and courteous to the other bowlers.
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
