Teams/Practices 

 
We have 1 practice location this season with 3 different time slots. 

o Each time slot will offer training for certain divisions (skill levels) and age groups.

Attendance  

 

Attendance is very important for basketball season because it is not just about the individual athlete it is 
about the team. Each team needs as much practice together as possible to make sure they are 
working together and can rely on the other teammates.  

 

If for some reason you can not attend a practice, please notify your coach as soon as possible or let 
the person at the registration table know, and they will make a note on the attendance sheet for the 
coach.  

 

Attendance is very important in regards to advancing to competitions. Please let us know if you 
cannot attend competitions because that will affect the team s possibility for advancement. (The 
team roster at Area Games is permanent and cannot be changed)  

Competitions 

 

We are required to have four scrimmage games before State Games in February. 
o 2 of the 4 required games will be fulfilled while attending Area Games in January. 
o The other 2 will take place at County Games against other Seminole County Teams  

 

Area Games and will be held in Orange County in January and details will be given in a notice at the 
registration table as soon as we receive them.  

 

Teams who earn 1st place at Area Games will most likely advance to State Games in February. 

 

Note: Advancing to State Games is not a lottery process like individual sports. It is based on the scores 
teams receive at Area Games. The state office will select specific teams to advance based on 
availability. Remember, we cannot adjust the team roster after Area Games.
