Production Guidelines

• Create a database of email addresses and contacts
• Constantly maintain, update and increase database

• BRANDING: Establish guidelines for the “look” of your 
newsletter and be consistent

• Find sponsors to offset production costs

• Invest some time, or find volunteers to help!



• Time to produce:
• 5-10 hours per month 

• Cost to print:
• $50 per month

• Cost to mail:
• $132 per month

NOTE: SOSC offsets some of 
these costs by getting $25 
sponsors for the newsletter.

How to Create Your County WebsiteHow to Create Your County Website

1. Establish a Yahoo Small Business 
Account at http://smallbusiness.yahoo.com/
– Email accounts are included in Webhosting cost
– SOSC currently pays $12.95/month for web service and 

email accounts for all County Mgmt. Team

2. Choose a webhosting tool to create your site
– Site Builder, intermediate

– Site Solution, beginners

– Logo Works, expensive

Home”

2. Access your Account to start creating your County

3. Create and Manage your site by 
clicking here: 
a. For Website beginners, use 

“SiteSolution”
b. For Computer gurus, use “SiteBuilder”

4. Select a template
5. Create pages and select layout
6. Click and add text, photos, links

a. Create content in a Word doc (or copy 
and paste from previously created 
collateral) and paste into fields.

7. Save and Publish!



How to Create Your County WebsiteHow to Create Your County Website

Production Guidelines
1. TIMELY - Make sure the information is timely and 

updated on a regular basis.
2. EFFECTIVE – Make sure information is presented in a 

manner that is easy to find, and easy to update.
– When possible, do not put content in multiple places
– Instead, create links to prevent updating multiple areas

3. CONSISTENT – Keep a consistent format (fonts, 
colors, etc.) for all pages.
– Branding is key aspect to promotion and professionalism
